Dear Principal:

Your music teacher has shown an extraordinary commitment to his/her professional development and to his/her students.  Voluntarily and with considerable expense, s/he has done professional development leading to successful completion of at least one level of training through the American Orff-Schulwerk Association.  We applaud the time, effort and expense it takes to complete this training.

To further support quality teaching in your school, your teacher wishes to apply for the use of several top-quality and expensive Orff instruments for a year from the local Orff chapter, Tallahassee Area Orff Chapter #82. See the attached photo.  (http://sites.google.com/site/tallahasseeorff/)

The chapter is willing to loan these instruments to one grant applicant per year, but we need to be assured that the instruments and mallets will be housed and maintained in a safe manner and that all repairs or replacements which become necessary will be made by the school. 

We will also require a $150 security deposit that will be returned upon the safe and complete return of the instruments and mallets at the end of the semester.  We will be happy to accept a school check or a personal check from the teacher which we will not cash, if you so desire, and will be returned at the end of the load period, minus the cost of any repairs or replacements required by the use of the instruments.


Instruments must be kept in a climate-controlled, lockable, secure space 

at all times.

They must be used only with the supervision of the music teacher 

who received this grant.

Afterschool or other such groups may not use these instruments unless they are used under the direct supervision of the music teacher.  Groups using the room where the instruments may be stored must not have access to the instruments.  They are wonderful and tempting and expensive.  We understand that they are child-magnets and we need to know that they will be carefully used and protected.

These instruments are all Sonor brand in excellent or very good condition:  7 various sized xylophones, 2 metallophones, 9 glockenspiels, and 3 natural-head tympani.  The current replacement value for equivalent instruments is approximately $8,000.

As part of the application process, your teacher needs to provide assurance to the chapter that the care, maintenance and security issues will be satisfactorily covered.

Your signature is required to indicate that the school is able to provide the necessary assurances.
